Pupil highlighted by class teacher through pupil progress meeting, 
discussion with SENDCo, SEND checklists, teacher assessments 

Parental concern – discussed at parental consultation or at  
meeting with class teacher. 

Medical screening at reception age highlights 
concerns. *Speech therapy EYFS assessments 

recommended here.

Pupil put on MONITOR FOR SEND on school SEND register.  QUALITY FIRST TEACHING (data indicates pupil at below ARE).  Pupil 
assesses differentiated curriculum in class based TA where available, additional small group support, English and Maths interventions 

indicated on provision map.

Persistent poor progression/no progress/low attainment pupil moves to SEND SUPPORT.  
Parental consent given for pupil to be placed on SEN Register by class teacher.  Intervention support identified on provision map, 

individual targets written on IEP for Pupils where requested by SENDCo.
SENDCo liaises with outside agencies for further advice, support and further assessments.

Progress made? 

Classroom observation by Inclusion Team with parental consent followed by 
discussion with class teacher and parents to discuss PPST targets. Additional 

School assessments identified.

Pupil moves to HIGH NEEDS SEND SUPPORT.
Initial discussion with Educational Psychologist.

Refer to MPTN tool for criteria.  Request Educational Psychology Assessment 

Educational Psychology Assessment shares strategies and advice with class 
teacher, TA and SENDCo.  Parents meet with Educational  Psychologist to discuss 

report and recommendations.

Pupils identified by Educational Psychology Assessment to meet criteria for EHCP/Statutory 
Assessment.  (Severe and persistent needs impacting progress/pupil working at 2/3 years below 

ARE).  SENDCo applies for EHCP additional funding for identified pupil.  Reviewed annually at 
EHCP Review. 

Monitor & review progress

HV identifies or LA332
